Why Is the Alleluia Banner Displayed During
Lent? In most years, we set aside the word Alleluia
during Lent as we walk with Christ toward the cross.

We
sensed that this moment is too heavy to silence the
word of resurrection. The banner, created by our
children and marked by Lizzy's own handprint, now
stands as a sign of hope in the midst of grief.
